Emmett W Cal dwel | appeals the district court’s order di sm ss-
ing his 42 U.S.C A 8§ 1983 (Wst Supp. 2000) conplaint. Caldwell’s
case was referred to a nmmgistrate judge pursuant to 28 U S C
8 636(b)(1)(B) (1994). The magistrate judge recommended that re-
lief be denied and advised Caldwell that failure to file tinely
objections to this recomendati on coul d wai ve appell ate revi ew of
a district court order based upon the recommendation. Despite this
warning, Caldwell failed to object to the nmagistrate judge’s
reconmendat i on.

The tinely filing of objections to a magistrate judge’'s
recommendation is necessary to preserve appellate review of the
substance of that recommendati on when the parties have been warned
that failure to object will waive appellate review Wight v.

Collins, 766 F.2d 841, 845-46 (4th Cr. 1985); see Thomas v. Arn,

474 U. S. 140 (1985). Caldwell has wai ved appellate review by fail -
ingtofile objections after receiving proper notice. Accordingly,
we affirm the judgnent of the district court. We di spense with
oral argunent because the facts and | egal contentions are adequat e-
ly presented in the materials before the court and argunent woul d

not aid the decisional process.
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
