Freeman’s request to neet wwth M. Mussaoui at the detention
center prior to M. Mussaoui’s attenpt to enter a guilty plea.

The district court’s only stated reason for denying M.
Freeman’s request to neet wwth M. Mussaoui was M. Freenman’s
failure to seek admttance to the Eastern District of Virginia

pro hac vice by June 28, 2002. Failure to be admtted pro hac

vice, in and of itself, is insufficient to deny an accused access
to meet with an attorney prior to entering a plea. M. Freeman
was granted access to M. Moussaoui in May. There nmay be ot her
reasons now why M. Freeman should be denied access to M.
Moussaoui, and the district court should consider any other

rel evant reasons, but nmere failure to conply with local rules

regardi ng court appearances is insufficient.
