Newport News Shipbuilding and Dry Dock Conpany seeks
review of the Benefits Review Board' s deci sion and order affirmng
the admnistrative law judge's finding that Alvin Mnor was
entitled to an additional permanent partial disability rating of
Ssi X percent pursuant to 8 8(c) of the Longshore and Har bor Wrkers’
Conmpensation Act, 33 U S.C. 88 901-950 (2000). Qur review of the
record discloses that the Board's decision is based upon
substantial evidence and is without reversible error. Accordingly,

we affirm on the reasoning of the Board. See Newport News
