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PER CURI AM

Roner Deni se Gadberry appeal s the district court’s order
of May 19, 2004, revoking her supervised rel ease and reinposing a
term of fourteen nonths inprisonment and twenty-four nonths
supervi sed rel ease under the terns and conditions previously set by
the court. We have reviewed the record and conclude that the
district court’s order constituted reversible error as to the term

of Gadberry’s supervised release. See United States v. O ano, 507

U S 725 (1993). Accordingly, we: (1) affirmthe district court’s
order with respect to the fourteen-nonth termof inprisonnment; (2)
vacate the district court’s order with respect to the twenty-four-
mont h term of supervised release; and, (3) remand this case to the
district court for inposition of a termof supervised rel ease that
shall not exceed twenty-two nonths. See 18 U.S.C. A 8§ 3583(h)

(West Supp. 2004); United States v. Maxwell, 285 F.3d 336, 341-43

(4th Cr. 2002). W dispense with oral argunment because the facts
and |l egal contentions are adequately presented in the materials
