Ant oni o Renal do Jackson-Bey, a Maryl and prisoner, seeks
to appeal from the district court’s order denying his 42 U S. C
§ 1983 (2000) conplaint. Because Jackson-Bey' s notice of appea
was filed outside the thirty-day appeal period set forthin Fed. R
App. P. 4(a)(1)(A), and the district court concluded on remand t hat
Jackson-Bey failed to denonstrate excusabl e negl ect or good cause
for the late filing, we lack jurisdiction over Jackson-Bey’s

appeal. See Browder v. Director, Dep’'t of Corrections, 434 U S.

257, 264 (1978) (stating the appeal periods established by Rule 4
are mandatory and jurisdictional). Accordingly, we dismss the
appeal as untinely. W dispense with oral argunent because the
facts and legal contentions are adequately presented in the
materials before the court and argunment would not aid the

deci si onal process.
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
