Donald L. Smiley seeks to appeal the district court’s
order dismssing his 42 U . S.C. 8§ 1983 (2000) conmplaint for failing
to conply with the terms of a prefiling injunction. W have
reviewed the record and find that this appeal is frivolous.
Accordingly, we dism ss the appeal on the reasoning of the district

court. See Smley v. Parker, No. CA-04-32-AM (E.D. Va. filed

Feb. 5, 2004 & entered Feb. 6, 2004). We also revoke Smiley’s
status to proceed under the Prison Litigation Reform Act, see 28
U S C 8§ 1915(g) (2000), because it is clear that the district
court has dism ssed at least three prior actions for failing to
state a claim upon which relief can be granted pursuant to 28
