John B. Kotmair, Jr., and Save-A-Patriot Fellowship

modification of the injunction.  We have reviewed the record and

find no reversible error.  Accordingly, we affirm for the reasons

stated by the district court.

Patriot’s motion to strike portions of the brief filed by the

United States, and we dispense with oral argument because the facts

and legal contentions are adequately presented in the materials

before the court and argument would not aid the decisional process.
