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PER CURIAM: 
 

Edwin Reeves Hazel, III, appeals the district court’s 

judgment adopting the magistrate judge’s recommendation and 

granting summary judgment in favor of the Defendants and 

dismissing his 42 U.S.C. § 1983 (2006) complaint.
