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PER CURIAM:

Michael Jerome Felder seeks to appeal the district
court’s orders denying relief on his 28 U.S.C.A. § 2255 (West
Supp. 2012) motion and his motion to reconsider. We have
reviewed the record and find no reversible error. Accordingly,
we affirm for the reasons stated by the district
