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PER CURIAM:

Susan E. Breed appeals the district court’s order
accepting the recommendation of the magistrate judge and
entering judgment for the Commissioner in this action seeking
disability insurance benefits and supplemental security income.
We have reviewed the record and find no reversible error.
Accordingly, we affirm for the reasons stated by the district
