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PER CURIAM:

Brian Keith Nesbitt appeals the district court’s order
accepting the recommendation of the magistrate judge and denying
Nesbitt’s motions for a preliminary iInjunction and a temporary
restraining order iIn this 42 U.S.C. § 1983 (2012) action. We
have reviewed the vrecord and find no reversible error.
Accordingly, we affirm for the reasons stated by the district

We deny Nesbitt’s
motions Tfor appointment of counsel, a preliminary injunction,
and a temporary restraining order. We dispense with oral
argument because the facts and legal contentions are adequately
presented iIn the materials before this court and argument would

not aid the decisional process.
