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PER CURIAM: 

Mark C. Busack appeals the district court’s order granting 

the Government’s motion to authorize payment of restitution from 

Busack’s inmate account and denying his motion for 

reconsideration. We have reviewed the record and find no 

reversible error.  Accordingly, we affirm for the reasons stated 

by the district court.
