Et sehiwot Ejigu, a native and citizen of Ethiopia, petitions
for review of a final order of the Board of Inmgration Appeals
affirmng without opinion the I nmgration Judge’s denial of asylum
and w t hhol di ng of renoval.

Ejigu takes issue with the Imm gration Judge’ s finding that
she failed to qualify for asylumdue to past persecution or a well -
founded fear of persecution in Ethiopia based on her Amhara
ethnicity and nenbership in the All Amhara People’s O ganization.
She further contends that she denonstrated a pattern or practice of
persecution of simlarly situated individuals in Ethiopia. See 8
CFR 8 208.13(b)(2)(iii) (2003). W have reviewed the
adm nistrative record and uphold the 1J's denial of relief. 8
