earlier appeal. In light of United States v. Booker, 125 S. Ct.

Mr. 16, 2005), we grant the petition for rehearing
solely as to the sentence and find that the district court plainly
erred in inposing a sentence that exceeded the nmaximum all owed
based on facts established by Shider’s guilty plea.
