Under our well-established prece-
dent, the order of sanctions against Fallin is not appeal able

absent a final judgnment in the underlying litigation. See Weeler

v. Anchor Continental Inc., 622 F.2d 94, 95 (4th Cr. 1980); Under -
witers at Lloyd's v. Suburban Trust Co., 666 F.2d 55, 58 (4th G r.

1981). Because no final judgnent has been rendered in this case,

we dismiss Fallin's appeal for |ack of appellate jurisdiction.
