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PER CURI AM

P.U. D., Inc. appeals the district court’s order granting judg-
ment as a matter of lawto Bruce T. Craig, Inc. in P.UD.'s civil
action. W have previously granted the joint notion of the parties
to submt the case for a decision on the briefs, wthout ora
argunent .

This court reviews de novo the district court’s order granting
the Defendant’s Rule 50(b) notion for judgnent as a matter of |aw,
viewing the evidence in the light nost favorable to P.U D., the
party prevailing at trial, and giving P.U D. the benefit of all

reasonabl e i nferences. Austin v. Paranmpunt Parks, Inc., 195 F. 3d

715, 727 (4th Cr. 1999). |If there is evidence upon which a rea-
sonabl e jury coul d have found in the prevailing party’'s favor, the

court is obliged to affirmthe jury's verdict. Duke v. Uniroyal,

Inc., 928 F. 2d 1413, 1417 (4th G r. 1991). Judgnent as a matter of
|l aw i s appropriate when “there is no legally sufficient evidentiary
basis” to support the jury's verdict. Fed. R Cv. P. 50(a)(1).
W have reviewed the record in light of P.U D.’s argunents and the
district court’s opinion and find no reversible error. According-

ly, we affirmon the reasoning of the district court. See P.U.D.

Inc. v. Bruce T. Craig, Inc., No. 5:97-CV-573-H(2) (E.D.N. C. June

4, 1999).
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
